The mission of Cardinal Hume Catholic School is to develop each member of the school community so that everyone

involved can reach their full potential in the light of the teaching of Christ, and the values portrayed in the Gospels. As

a Catholic school, the personal development of each person is central to not only our purpose, but every relationship,

approach and lesson which takes place within our community. The values of the gospel based upon the Beatitudes are

the soil in which our community thrives. These values are truth and justice; faithfulness and integrity; dignity and

compassion; humility and gentleness; forgiveness and mercy; purity and holiness; tolerance and peace; service and

sacrifice.

Truth & Justice

The Catholic nature of our school provides both the
purpose and modus of helping each person in our
community to thrive and grow as an individual whilst
supporting the greater good of our school, local,
national, and international communities. Our
behaviour policies are based upon the rights of all
individuals to have the context in which they can
achieve their personal and academic potential, and that
in a community underpinned by justice, no student has
the right to limit or restrict this context.

Faithfulness & Integrity

For Catholic educators, the natural consequence of faith
in a creator God, is that the created have faith in their
purpose and capacity for self-fulfilment. Academically,
this is lived through our high standards and the many
mechanism for in lesson and out of lesson support for
students to achieve their academic potential and have
faith in their own ability. Faith and integrity are also
central to all healthy personal relationships. Our RSE
programme gives students opportunities to reflect upon
their own value and empowers them to have the skills
needed to forge and maintain faithful relationships,
rooted in self-worth and integrity as they move into

adult life.

Humility and Gentleness

Dignity & Compassion

In the same way Christ put the needy and the vulnerable
at the centre of His actions, so too the governors and staff
of Cardinal Hume put the fulfilment of the most needy
and vulnerable of our school community at the heart of
classroom and whole school provision. No student is
excluded from a broad and balanced curriculum because
of ability, and staff ensure that all students have access to
the widest range of subjects. PP and our disadvantaged
students are given the same high expectations we have of
all scudents. Respecting their dignity, they are given more
support if needed to achieve the same ends as those
without additional challenges.

Care is a central part of our motto. Kindness is an
expected part of all interactions between staff and
students. Heavy emphasis is placed on courtesy and
manners, and incidents where these values are not lived
are taken seriously. Cardinal Hume also knows that for
some students, compassion needs to be more active than
understanding. We have a trained group of mental health
first aid staff, identifiable by lanyard, and for students
needing specific intervention at times of crisis, we have
the open door of the school chaplain and the professional
support of the school counsellor. This understanding of
context is central to the work of our Heads of House and
Attendance and Welfare Teams.

Recent work in the school with Rise and training of staff in mindfulness techniques has allowed us to bring increasing
levels of humility and gentleness into our school community. The “Be More” emphasis is actively encouraging students
to be kind to themselves and make time to discover and pursue interests and passions beyond the curriculum. The
assembly programme has covered key issues such as the identification of bullying and what to do about it, and self-care
for anxiety around exams. Again, RSE gives students the opportunity to reflect on the consequences of not showing
kindness and gentleness and gives them the skills to deal with this. For example, in the 6™ form students do a session on
assertive conversation techniques.

Forgiveness and mercy, purity and holiness

These gospel values are at the centre of the behaviour policy of our school. They are taught and
modelled by our staff on a lesson-by-lesson basis. The centrality of these values is taught in the RE
curriculum, and the reality of there always being a chance for a fresh start and a new beginning is
reinforced by the pastoral team.

Students are given a daily opportunity in tutor time to bring themselves before God and offer their
challenges and their worries. For students of other faiths, this time is framed as a chance for them to
reflect on their personal journey to self-fulfilment and to reflect on their achievements and their targets
towards the person they should truly be. Throughout the liturgical year students take place in services
which are part of the formal worship of the Catholic church.

These are the values of our community which, when lived and taught, leads each member of our
community to the fulfilment of their individual talents, so manifesting the prayer of Blessed John
Henry Newman that “I am necessary for His purposes...I have a part in this great work; I am a link in a
chain, a bond of connection between persons. He has not created me for naught. I shall do good, I shall
do His work; I shall be an angel of peace, a preacher of truth in my own place, while not intending

it”. Our personal development is a tangible part of all aspects of our school, and its success is

best measured by witnessing our incredible young people go about their daily lives.

Students will experience visits from outside speakers, a chance to discuss key issues
and opportunities to consider how their studies impact them in their everyday lives.

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READING

Cardinal Hume Catholic school promotes a culture which fosters a love of reading. We are
invested in helping students to understand that reading equips them with essential skills
and benefits that extend far beyond their academic pursuits, ensuring their personal
development and success.

To encourage reading for pleasure at KS2, students are gifted a novel: ‘Chime Seekers’ to
read over the summer; initial transition lessons, IAG, tutor reading and lunchtime reading
sessions are built around this text. At KS3 students carry two books with them as part of
their equipment; have regular opportunities to visit the library; enjoy a reading rich IAG
cycle and read a range of carefully chosen novels in tutor time. have class tutor reading
books. At KS4/5 students continue to read collectively in tutor time.

Year 7 and 8 students use Accelerated
Reader, and some year 9 students use
Reading Plus to assess reading ability
and engagement. Regular competitions

are held and prizes such as bowling

trips and vouchers are on offer.

For developing readers there are a range of s
support networks available. We offer a systematic,

The Aim

In years 7-11, all students receive five 45-minute sessions of Careers Information,
Advice and Guidance (IAG). The focus for each year group is shown below:

Year 7: Positive employability attributes & Basic ICT skills for employability
Year 8: Employability skills & aspirations

Year 9: Careers planning — KS4 options & pathways

Year 10: Importance of and preparation for work experience

Year 11: Careers planning — Post 16 options and pathways

In sixth form, year 12/13 careers IAG is structured slightly differently with a focus
on their post 18 careers planning, looking at the pathways that are open to students
such as university courses, higher and degree level apprenticeships. The UCAS
application process for higher education is also undertaken within these sessions
using the online careers platform ‘Unifrog’.

Measuring the Impact of Careers Education

The impact of careers education at Cardinal Hume Catholic School is measured in a
number of ways, including:

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Character Education

The mission of Cardinal Hume Catholic School to “develop each member of our
school community in a way that allows all to achieve their full potential in light of
the teaching of Christ and the values portrayed in the gospels” is at the heart of our
approach to Character Education.

Promoting Service to Others

Odur belief is that compassionate acts of service develop character in light of the
teaching of Christ and the values portrayed in the gospels. All pupils are given
abundant opportunities to participate in charitable activities in accordance with our
ethos calendar throughout the year, with events such as the Memory Mile, Lenten
Alms School Fair and Reverse Advent Calendar.

It is this belief, reinforced by the DFE Character Education benchmark of
‘Volunteering and Service to Others’, that informs our discrete volunteering
programme, led by Year Progress Leaders.

Exploration of our Catholic faith and other global religions are a central part of the curriculum structure. As a
school, recognising and celebrating the feasts and liturgical year of the Catholic church are a key part of our prayer
life.

In response to feedback from students, other faiths are increasingly celebrated and facilitated in school. For
example, our Muslim students have access to a place to undertake daily prayers.

The British Values are our values and the emphasis within our school community is
about living, rather than labelling, these values. Respect for others and the rule of
law both as an external reality and an internal driver, are baked into the discipline
policy and everyday interactions within our community.

Democracy

All students have IAG sessions which outline the basic structures of the British
Parliamentary system. They have visits from local MPs and councillors where they are
able to ask questions about the value and processes of our democracy. Students are
able to take part in an electoral process via School Council nomination processes. The
Gateshead Youth Assembly is promoted in school and a number of Cardinal Hume
students are part of the borough youth forum. The vital nature of democracy is
reinforced by an annual visit from a representative of Gateshead Electoral Services
who give an assembly to the 6th form and guide them through the process of
registering to vote.

Politics is an increasingly popular A level choice for arts and humanities students and
has one of the highest progression rates to university level study relative to subject size.
As part of the course, students have had the chance to take part in live "Learn with the
Lords" events over Teams and the Private Member's Bill picked from the ballot on
behalf of our school was Baroness Young of Hornsey’s Commercial Organisations and
Public Authorities Duty (Human Rights and Environment) Bill. Students have met
the local MP Ian Mearns and took part in the local election count.

Within the curriculum, students in History learn about the fight for parliamentary
democracy in M3 of Year 7 and undertake a depth study on the fight for the
expansion of the vote as part of the Y8 M3 curriculum. A level students have the
chance to further deepen their knowledge of the value of democracy through their
study of the development of the Weimar Republic and the slide into dictatorship in
Nazi Germany. In Y9 Geography the role of democracy as a facilitating factor in
development is considered in depth.

“In the last two weeks | have seen firsthand the dedication of our staff to improving demacracy in the school, and
my campaign could not have been successful without their support. My tutor Miss McGuigan, through setting up
polling stations and giving me guidance on who to contact, has worked ceaselessly to get students engaged in
democracy and make oil the information accessible. in addition, the staff effort to speak to their students, place
information on dashboards, and use student's councils to raise awareness has been incredible. When speaking to
tutors this week, the number of students who now know about referendums, general elections and now Youth
Parliament makes me extremely optimistic about the political education we are providing our students”.

The rule of law:

Respect for, and adherence to, rules is the bedrock of our school culture. Students
are able to articulate the rules and see their value in keeping themselves and others
safe. Students have a weekly pastoral discussion on what they can do to be good

school citizens if they find others are not following our rules.

Students have visits from the local police who do relevant assemblies on knife crime
and the law surrounding weapons. The fire service visit lower school in the autumn
to discuss the importance of following the rules around fires and fireworks. Laws

around the use of illegal drugs are covered as part of the RSE and IAG programmes.

Within the RE curriculum both in examined courses and as part of 6% form
General RE students are regularly given the chance to explore the ethical foundation
of the importance of law. Differing ideological perspectives on the nature and extent
of the state’s role in enforcing the role of law is covered by Y13 in the Political

Ideologies paper of the Politics A level course.

Throughout their time at Cardinal Hume, students are nurtured to see the
importance of their individual choices and to see the positive impact of working
hard, having faith in their choices and the kindness to make choices which are

positive for the community as well as themselves.

Students are encouraged to express their views in lessons in a respectful manner which
shows awareness and empathy for others. All RSE sessions begin with a reminder that
with the right of expression comes the responsibility of mutual respect. The RSE
curriculum emphasises across all key stages the importance of respectful personal
relationships. Students are taught the signs of coercive control in their own and the
relationships of their friends and are given strategies for dealing with these. In the 6
form students are explicitly taught conversational structures to develop respectful,
assertive communication.

Inspired by the words of St Catherine of Siena to “ Be who God created you to be,
and you will set the world on fire”. within the RE curriculum students are taught
about their free will but also their mission to become the best version of themselves.

The creative arts subjects and DT provide opportunities for self-expression and the
nurturing of non-academic talents. In M2 and 3 of the KS3 History curriculum
students look at the implications of the imposition of homogeny by the British
Empire and consider how protest was used to gain the rights and freedoms UK
citizens enjoy today. The school explicitly teaches the negative impact of historical and
current anti-Semitism, a vital part of them becoming good neighbours and allies to
our local Jewish neighbours This work is reinforced by a visit organised by the RE
department of a representative of the local Hasidic Jewish community. Our mission to
support students to make good choices based on respect culminates with two 6™ form
students having the opportunity to take part in the Holocaust Education Trust
“Lessons from Auschwitz Project” each year.

Throughout the year the students have assemblies on protected characteristics and the
summer term all KS3 student take place in session with “Show Racism the Red Card”.
These assemblies are followed up by bespoke sessions planned by the Cardinal Hume
staff on understanding identity, allyship, and celebrating difference. In the 6% form,
there are specific RSE sessions on gender identity and expression which uncover the

legal rights of the LGBTQ+ community.

Tolerance of those of other faiths and beliefs and cultures

To be a distinctively Catholic school is not to exclude those of other faiths, or, indeed,
no faith at all. At the heart of our faith is the belief that all who live with integrity
and goodness are to be valued and celebrated. Students of other faiths are supported to
use the chapel as a prayer space to allow them to fulfil their requirements of their

faith.

Throughout the year the school assembly programme celebrates the major feast days
of other faiths and religions. This allows the all students to understand the richness of
other faiths. In addition, a KS4/5 led Culture Club has begun to take an increasing
lead the school’s development in this area. The students meet weekly to celebrate their
own faiths and or heritage cultures, bringing in objects to show and share significance
and meaning, The group is organising a series of popup culture events which celebrate
the heritage cultures of the school community.

The GCSE RE curriculum does a complete paper on Judaism to support the students'
understanding of the wider Gateshead community. The Geography curriculum covers
population change immigration in Y9 encouraging student to consider the reasons
which lead people to relocate to other countries. Through its study of India in Y8 M2,
students are supported to challenge the stereotypes they may have and build a richer
understanding of globalisation. In the Development module in Y9 Geography covers
the reasons for differing pace of development. The Year 8 M2 module on Empire
looks at pre-colonial cultures of the colonised nature and ends with an investigation
into the positive legacy of immigration on modern British culture.

The school has a rich offering of trips which have an emphasis on faith and culture.
These have included, in recent years, MFL trips to France and Spain, Science and
Geography visits to Iceland and Arran, History trips to Italy and Berlin, and cultural
trips to London.

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At Cardinal Hume Sixth Form we believe strongly in ensuring all of our students
become well-rounded individuals, equipped with the skills to excel with their post
Sixth Form route and embrace the challenges of adulthood. During their two years
of study at Cardinal Hume Sixth Form students have timetabled personal
development sessions as well as a range of extra-curricular opportunities.

The 'Be More' Hour

Students in Sixth Form have the opportunity to choose an extra-curricular activity
as part of their normal weekly timetable. Activities range from using the gym an
outdoor sporting facilities to first aid training and a sign language course. All
activities are designed to allow students to have a break from their academic studies
and engage with something that may benefit their physical or mental health or
develop a new skill which may be useful for the future. Over the two years, students
have the opportunity to participate in four different personal development
activities.
